[R-5.1.X.1-001] The MCVideo Service shall provide a mechanism for an MCVideo authorized User or dispatcher to request an MCVideo UE to transmit a Video to the dispatcher or authorized user.
Note: the video can be stored on the UE or taken on line by the camera.
5.1.X.2 Video pull service

[R-5.1.X.2-001] The MCVideo Service shall provide a mechanism for an authorized user to push video to another MCVideo User.
[R-5.1.X.2-002] The MCVideo Service shall provide a mechanism for an MCVideo administrator to authorize an MCVideo user to push a video to another MCVideo user.

[R-5.1.X.2-003] The MCVideo Service shall provide a mechanism for an authorized MCVideo user to send a notification to another MCVideo user that a video is being pushed to a user.

[R-5.1.X.2-004] The MCVideo Service shall provide a mechanism for an authorized MCVideo user to discontinue receiving video streams that have been pushed to them by another user.

[R-5.1.X.2-005] The MCVideo Service shall provide a mechanism for an MCVideo Administrator  to authorize an MCVideo User to discontinue receiving video streams that have been pushed them by another MCVideo user.
