SA1 thanks SA6 for their LS on MCVideo requirement in R-5.1.9.2.2-006.

An abstract of the LS is shown below.

SA6 has discussed how to interpret the following requirement from the video push service requirements subclause (5.1.9.2.2) of 3GPP TS 22.281:

[R-5.1.9.2.2-006] The MCVideo service shall provide a mechanism for an MCVideo User to enable and to disable the reception of video pushed by specific MCVideo Users.
A number of interpretations by SA6 delegates have been made, including the following:

1. User prompt interpretation
2. Whitelist interpretation
3. Blacklist interpretation
4. Whitelist and blacklist with user prompt interpretation
5. Stop/start pushed MCVideo stream interpretation
SA6 asks SA1 to inform SA6 if any of the above interpretations are correct. If none of the above interpretations are correct, then SA6 asks SA1 to further clarify the stated requirement e.g. by providing one or two use cases.

_________________________________________________________________________________________

Answer

SA1 confirms that requirement R-5.1.9.2.2-006 is related to whitelisting, as detailed below. 

· For an MCVideo user an “MCVideo push whitelist” can be defined. The whitelist consists of MCVideo user identities.
· An MCVideo User can enable or disable “MCVideo push whitelisting”.

· If an MCVideo User has enabled “MCVideo push whitelisting” and a video is pushed to him/her by an authorised MCVideo user who’s ID is configured in the whitelist then the MCVideo push from the sending MCVideo user is admitted.
· If an MCVideo User has enabled “MCVideo push whitelisting” and a video is pushed to him/her by an authorised MCVideo user who’s ID is not configured in the whitelist then the MCVideo push from the sending MCVideo user is denied.

· If an MCVideo User has disabled “MCVideo push whitelisting”, MCVideo push from any authorised MCVideo user is admitted.

Please not that:

· SA1 has no requirement on where the whitelisting is enforced. “MCVideo push whitelisting” could be enforced by the MCVideo server or by the receiving MCVideo UE, this is to be decided by downstream groups.
· MCVideo push may use automatic commencement mode or manual commencement mode. “MCVideo push whitelisting” does not modify the commencement mode of a MCVideo push.
