Inside 3GPP, the main objectives of TSG Core network and Terminal WG4 (CT WG4) are the specification, the enhancement and the maintenance of the protocols within the Core Network for:
-	Mobility management
-	Session management
-	Subscription data management
-	Location services.

CT WG4 is currently responsible of the design and the specifications of the HTTP-based APIs used to access services offered by the network functions to other network functions within the service-based architecture defined for the 5G core network.

Inside 3GPP, the main objectives of TSG Core network and Terminal/TSG Radio Access Network/TSG Service and System Aspects WGx Services group (acronymSA WG1) are… to identify new services, capabilities, definitions, and requirements for the 3GPP System, and maintain existing definitions and requirements. SA WG1 considers aspects related to services, including, but not limited to, those delivered by or for: 
· Man-Machine Interface (MMI)
· Supplementary Services 
· Regulatory Requirements (e.g. warning systems, multimedia priority services)
· Access Aspects (Access Control, Service Continuity, Service Barring, etc.)
· Diverse vertical industries (e.g. Mission Critical, Industrial Automation, Automotive, Broadcasters, and many more.)
· Diverse access systems (e.g. Non-3GPP Access, Non-Terrestrial Access, 3GPP Radio Access systems)
· Location services
· Charging and Accounting
SA1 describes new functionality, services and service enablers together with service requirements in normative technical specifications. The output of these requirements serve as input to other working groups, providing justification and identifying objectives for work items pursued throughout 3GPP.

The TSG CT/RAN/SA WGx WG1 is responsible for…

· Specification of features (stage1) 
· Specification of services (stage 1) 
· Specification of service capabilities (stage 1) 
· Specification of requirements to support service operation such as:
· service interworking 
· service interoperability between networks
· charging and accounting
The output of the work by SA WG are technical reports and normative technical specifications, or changes to these, which are submitted to TSG SA for approval. 
The normative specifications completed by SA WG1 supply definitions, service descriptions and requirements and other essential material for further work in other 3GPP working groups. 

The scope of the work includes service and feature requirements applicable to mobile and fixed communications technology for:
· 3GPP Communication technologies independent of access technologies, 
· 3GPP Communication access technologies, 
· an evolved industry-wide IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS) developed in an access independent manner,
· services and service enablers for diverse industries,
· Converged fixed-mobile communication technologies, when the involved mobile technologies are those identified above.

SA WG1 coordinates with all other working groups in 3GPP as and when needed, for example when questions arise related to defined service requirements.

While some other working groups in 3GPP specify requirements within the scope of their responsibilities, SA WG1 scope includes service requirements from the overall 3GPP perspective, to address the needs of industry segments and other stakeholders, including regulatory agencies.

SA WG1 works with other bodies outside of 3GPP, for example, with MRPs and SDOs during studies and development of standards related to services being introduced to 3GPP standards.
