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1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks SA6 for their LS on UE types in TS 22.262. SA1 would like to clarify the questions listed in S6-192394 from SA1 perspective.

SA1 does not have definitions of UE types in TS 22.262. The UE A(as well as UE B,C,D) in the figures are used for illustrating different use cases of the MSGin5G Service with originating UE and terminated UE. 
TS 22.262 does not categorize the UEs as UE A/B/C/D. The Stage 2 work in SA6, does not necessary reuse the terminology of UE A/B/C/D in SA1. SA6 can define the UE types according to system architecture and functionalities requirements.

The following is the SA1 view on the questions asked by SA6 on UE types:
Q1: Is it to be assumed that UE C supports not only SMS but also other legacy 3GPP transport services? Specifically, is broadcast supported by UE C?
SA1 Response: The UE C in TS 22.262 shows the use case which UE only supports legacy services (e.g. SMS)
Q2: Are legacy 3GPP transport protocols supported by originating UE A? Specifically, are SMS, NIDD supported?
SA1 Response: UE A and UE B in TS 22.262 are UEs with both new MSGin5G Service and legacy services (e.g. SMS). 
Q3: Are legacy 3GPP transport protocols supported by terminating UE B? Specifically, are SMS, broadcast, NIDD supported?
SA1 Response: UE B and UE A can be the same type of UE (both support the MSGin5G Service and legacy services)
Q4: If the answer to the above questions would be that UE B as well as UE C support legacy transport services, what capability does UE C have that UE B doesn't have?
SA1 Response: In some use cases, UE B can support both the new MSGin5G Service protocol or legacy transport services, But in some use cases UE B may only support both the new MSGin5G Service protocol. The figure in TS 22.262 is just used for illustrating different use cases, not used for categorizing UE types.
Q5: If the answer to the above is that UE A and UE B support only a yet-to-be-determined/ defined transport protocol: Can UE C definition be modified to be both originating and terminating? This is necessary in order to have an UE type supporting originating services using a legacy 3GPP transport protocol.
SA1 Response: The use case between UE A and UE C in TS 22.262 shows the interworking between new MSGin5G Service and legacy service (e.g. SMS). There is not a limitation that the message can only originate from UE A and terminate in UE C.
