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1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks CT1 for their LS (C1-206507) on new satellite radio access technologies for PLMN selection, in which CT1 asks the following questions. The SA1 answers are added inline.
Question 1: Is there a service requirement to differentiate between “NG-RAN” and “satellite access to 5GC" for the purpose of PLMN selection?
SA1 answer 1: Clause 6.19.2 of 3GPP TS 22.261 on 3GPP access selection and Clause 3.2 of 3GPP TS 22.011 of Network include service requirements to differentiate between Access Technologies for PLMN selection, based on operator’s policy with a list stored in User SIM/USIM card. In the associated requirements, nor the nature of access technologies (whether radio, copper, satellite, neither the number of different identifiers to be included are specified.).
Question 2: Does SA1 intend to introduce new associated Access Technology identifier(s) for "satellite access" for the Operator Controlled PLMN Selector list and a User Controlled PLMN Selector list (stored on the SIM/USIM card). If yes, how many different identifiers? 
SA1 answer 2: It is not up to SA1 to decide or not to introduce new Access Technology identifier for satellite access. It is our understanding that this is a matter for SA2 as identified in the introduction of this LS, as this is dealing with the implementation of the requirement of the selection of the Access Technology according to operator policy. Note however the attached CR where the SA2 defined RAT types have now been added to the list of examples of Access Technology identifiers.
