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	SA1 have received an LS from CT1 (C1-206625/S1-20aaaa) requesting clarification regarding activation and deactivation of identities.

IMS allows for identities within an IMS subscription to be shared across UEs.  A user who wants to activate or deactivate one of their identities will not have a symmetric capability to perform such operations, they will need in their physical posessions the UE to perform such an action. Providing a conistient look and feel (ability to activate and deactivate identities on other UEs) also needs authorisation aspects to be considered so as to not allow malicious activation and deactivation of identities.  In addition if a user deactivates an identity they have made a decision to terminate its use, thus any ongoing session needs to be terminated.

User Configuration

The 3GPP System shall support a mechanism for an authorised user to set user preferences to indicate which identities are active or inactive on a specific UE.
When an identity is activated or deactivated all UEs that can use that identity to either originate or terminate a session shall receive a notification of the change of status.
