SA1 thanks SA2 for their LS on Use Cases for providing IMS services to SNPN, and the request for SA1 feedback on whether certain scenarios are required from Rel-17 service requirements perspective (as copied below):

There are some scenarios that have been proposed by some companies for consideration but there is no agreement in SA2 on whether these scenarios should be supported or not:
· The SNPN can have an SLA agreement with a third party (different Administrative Domain) IMS provider to provide IMS services.
· The SNPN acts as a serving network, providing connectivity services to subscribers of another SNPN (“home SNPN”) that also provides the IMS service. The serving SNPN in this case can have an SLA with the (“home SNPN”). 
[bookmark: _Hlk56409976]SA2 would like SA1 to provide feedback on whether these scenarios are required from Rel-17 service requirements perspective.

SA2 kindly asks SA1 the following:
- 	1) Indicate whether there are service requirement where the SNPN can have an SLA agreement with a third party (different Administrative Domain) IMS provider to provide IMS services.
-	2) For the scenario where the SNPN provides the IMS network, if there is need to consider additional variants regarding the IMS authentication/IMS identifiers similar to what exists today.

SA1 would like to provide the following answers:clarify that 
1) there no service requirements supporting those specific scenarios and use cases.
[bookmark: _Hlk56410444]As a note, 3GPP TS 22.228 Annex B (introduced in Rel-8) includes some informative examples of how an IMS provider can have a business relationship with an Access Network Operator.

2) there are no service requirements on additional IMS authentication/IMS identifiers for the scenario where the SNPN provides the IMS network.
