Consolidated potential requirements
7.1
Media handling capability

The MMTEL service shall support synchronization between media/data streams belonging to the same MMTEL session.
The IMS multimedia telephony service shall support AR media processing(e.g. MRFC and MRFP).

7.2
Authorization and authentication
[7.2-1] Subject to regulatory requirements and operator policy, the 3GPP network shall provide suitable and secure means to allow an authorized and trusted third-party (e.g. business customers) to update the MMTEL subscription and create a specific identity to an authorized user.

NOTE: The third party is authorized to change user identities for those subscriptions authorized by the operator.

[7.2-2] Subject to regulatory requirements and operator policy, the 3GPP network shall provide suitable and secure means to allow an authorized and trusted third-party (e.g. business customers) to authorize the use of identity information the third party is authorized to use by the third-party's users when that user is originating MMTEL services. 

[7.2-3] Subject to regulatory requirements and operator policy, the 3GPP network shall provide suitable and secure means to allow an authorized and trusted third-party (e.g. business customers) to attest that the third party's user is authorized to use the identity information when that user is originating MMTEL services. 

[7.2-4] Subject to regulatory requirements and operator policy, the 3GPP network shall provide suitable and secure means to allow an authorized and trusted third-party (e.g. business customers) to authenticate the identity information of its users at the terminating network.

[7.2-5]Subject to regulatory requirements and operator policy, the 3GPP network shall provide suitable means to allow an authorized third-party (e.g. enterprise) to attest the authenticity of the third-party specific identity information of its users (e.g. enterprise employees) presented to a called party (e.g. in the Originating Identification Presentation) and presented to a calling party (e.g. in the Terminating Identification Presentation).

NOTE 1: The third-party specific identity information may be included in the call information or need to be retrieved by the terminating network. 

NOTE 2: The case the broadband network is involved, interworking with non-3GPP multi-media networks is assumed.
