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Abstract: Summary of SA1 topics at SA plenary #96.
1 Introduction

This document is a report of the topics related to SA1 at TSG SA#96 (08 – 10 June 2022, Budapest - HUNGARY). This meeting was the first face-to-face 3GPP meeting since the beginning of the Covid-19 pandemic.

2 Summary of SA1 tdocs
SA1 presented 17 documents to SA for approval/information:
· 8 CR packs: they were all approved without revision and;

· 6 new SIDs sent for approval: 4 were approved without revision and 2 was revised and approved. 
· 1 new WID, which was approved 
· 2 revised SIDs, which were approved
3 Items of interest to SA1
3.1 SA Rel-19 discussion
Background
· Triggered by Nokia at SA#96 plenary, to focus on the process of Rel-19 release planning in SA.
· Discussion excludes release length (timeline for freeze of the different stages) and content, which will be covered in a future meeting.
Summary
· A number of company contributions were submitted by Apple, Samsung, Nokia, MediaTek and Futurewei, in addition to contributions from the SA chair, SA1 chair and SA2 chair.
· A common thread acknowledging issues on how previous release content was managed, such as:

· Overload in certain SA WGs, leading to delays that propagate throughout different work stages e.g. Stage 3.
· Lack of co-ordination among TSGs as well as among SA WGs, exacerbating overload and delays in completing the work

· A number of recurring suggestions on potential solutions were made:

· Top-down approach with definition of ‘themes’ for a release at SA with SI/WI developed in WGs.
· Define a schedule for the process (covering 3 plenary cycles) and timing for kicking-off content discussion within the release timeline.
· Guidance on a maximum number of SI/WI for the WG.
· While companies acknowledged that there are issues in how the release content is defined today, there are concerns that any changes to the process may result in more work, the need for experts to be involved in SA discussions, and more generally to avoid big changes that could trigger more problems that it would solve.
Outcome
· This topic will be further discussed by e-mail and NWM between this meeting and Sept plenary. An SA VC (Mona Mustapha, Apple) is moderating the discussion, and will have two parts.
· The initial part of the discussion is to endorse a list of high level objectives as well as issues identified.
· The second part of the discussion is to document company proposals of potential solutions to the issues identified in the initial part. The discussion of the solutions will use NWM and will be an iterative process: at each round, comments and feedback on proposed solutions are collected, then authors provide revisions / merged proposals as needed. There will be a final discussion round to collect company positions on the proposals in order to come up with final solution proposal(s) for the Sept plenary.

3.2 Stage-1 Rel-19 content definition
SP-220524 contains the presentation about the “stage-1 Rel-19 content definition” given by the SA1 chair. 
3.3 Revised SID: Sensing (Source: Deutsche Telekom)
Deutsche Telekom presented a revision of SP-220084 to clarify that there are no LTE network impacts and this can be clarified. According to DT, although LTE is included in the study, there is no impact on LTE and no intention to make changes to LTE or EPC but to reuse existing LTE mechanisms. After some discussion, this  was revised in SP-220717, which was approved.
