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Reason for change

The Technical Report on QoS shall describe all QoS related issues of UMTS services. For the different service segments descriptions of the service parameters shall be described. This paper proposes the a common description of QoS parameters to avoid separate definitions for each individual service segment or layer. Furthermore, the identified sources of UMTS bearer service QoS parameters for bearer setup or change are proposed to be incorporated into the QoS Technical Report.

Change Request:

QoS parameters

Throughput describes the quantity of Service Data Units (SDUs) transferred during a measurement period. An SDU might be a bit, an octet, a packet or any other quantity of data.

Transit delay is the time elapsed between the request to transfer a SDU and the corresponding service indication of the SDU. 

Error rate is the ratio of total incorrect, lost or duplicated SDUs (and out-of-sequence SDUs for connection oriented services) to the total number of transferred SDUs during a measurement period.

Precedence indicates the relative importance of a service for establishment and retention of the service.

Connection mode indicates whether the service has to preserve the sequence of SDUs (connection oriented) or not (connection less).

Source of UMTS Bearer Service Parameters

UMTS bearer service parameters describe the service provided by the UMTS network to the user of the UMTS bearer service. A set of QoS parameters (QS profile) specifies this service. The UMTS bearer service parameters required at the establishment or modification of a service origin from:

· an explicit QoS parameter request from an application using the bearer service, the parameters are translated from UMTS external description or signalling means,

· a QoS profile in the UMTS subscription, describes also the upper limits for the provided service if the service user requests specific values,

· a QoS profile indicated by the UE configured by the user of the UE (e.g., by AT commands), or

· a default QoS profile for the network pre-configured by operator.

If no profile is requested by the UE or by the application on the UE the network derives requested parameters from the subscribed profile. If there is no unique interpretation of the subscribed profile the network uses a profile pre-configured by the operator.
