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Introduction and proposal

The 3GPP project and SMG has been developing the network and system aspects for UMTS based upon GSM evolution.  Based upon this guiding principle it is essential that the evolutionary developments to the current GSM/GPRS Phase 2+ system are identified to cater for UMTS: much of this work is ongoing.

The developments needed from the security perspective may not have yet been fully incorporated into the system architecture for UMTS.  From this perspective it is proposed to liaise with SMG10 WpC/ 3GPP TSG SA Wg3 (Security) to enable the functional and service requirements for the UMTS security to be included in the ongoing system developments.

The following text is proposed to form the body text of a liaison to SMG10 WpC/ 3GPP TSG SA Wg3 (Security) (cc to additional relevant groups):

The 3GPP project and SMG has been developing the network and system aspects for UMTS based upon GSM evolution.  Based upon this guiding principle it is essential that the evolutionary developments to the current GSM/GPRS Phase 2+ system are identified to cater for UMTS: much of this work is ongoing.

TSG SA WG2 is developing the overall system aspects for UMTS and is keen to ensure that the developments needed to support the identified security features for UMTS are included within these system aspects.

TSG SA WG2 requests information from SMG10 WpC/ 3GPP TSG SA Wg3 (Security) regarding:

1. Additional requirements from UMTS security aspects compared to those of contemporary GSM/GPRS.

2. Evolution requirements to the GSM/GPRS Phase 2+ Core Network system, in particular highlighting any changes in security functionality location (within the architecture) compared to GSM/GPRS Phase2+.

3. Functional requirements to the UTRAN.

4. Impacts of the current working assumptions within ‘The Evolution of the GSM platform towards UMTS’ [Section 7 of 23.20 V1.5.0 attached].

In addition to this TSG SA Wg2 are interesting in any implications and impacts of the current assumptions made regarding the support of the UMTS within an evolved GSM/GPRS network.
