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1 Introduction.

At the last IP adhoc meeting, a requirement concerning the support of UMTS R99 terminals in the All-IP Core Network was adopted in the chapter 4.4 of the Technical Report. The requirement is : "The standards shall enable the All-IP core network to support UMTS R99 terminals". We think this requirement has to be complemented. This contribution gives some further  clarifications and tries to complete the requirements.

2 Discussion.

( Saying that "The standards shall enable the All-IP core network to support UMTS R99 terminals", at least entails that speech service has to  be provided to any existing UMTS R99 terminal. This could be done using the PS or CS capabilities of these terminals. But it is likely that some UMTS R99 terminals will not be able to support R00 VoIP real time services. An example of such terminals is terminals belonging to roamers from non All-IP Network. (Another example could be the case of terminals sold by an UMTS R99 operator wanting to evolve towards an All-IP Network). As a consequence, the only safe solution is to provide speech services to UMTS R99 terminals based on their CS capabilities. 

( In the same way the All-IP Network shall be able to support  emergency call from any UMTS R99 terminal and the only certain solution is to rely on the CS capabilities of these UMTS R99 terminals.

3 Proposal.

We propose to complete the chapter 4.4 of the Technical Report with the following requirements :

2. Speech services including emergency calls shall be provided in All-IP networks to any UMTS R99 terminal supporting these services. 

3. To ensure roaming of non VoIP capable UMTS R99 terminals, speech services including emergency calls shall be possible based on CS capabilities of these terminals.
