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Introduction

The R00 all-IP network shall evolve from GPRS. Most of the basic GPRS functionality is visible in the reference architecture or described in the Draft Technical Report. This paper proposes  to support the Release 99 GPRS Application interface between E-SGSN and CAMEL Service Environment (CSE) also in the R00 all-IP reference architecture. 

Discussion

The R00 all-IP network bases mainly on the GPRS bearer services defined in R99. The R99 GPRS services evolve from R97 GPRS. A number of CAMEL based charging services are defined for R97/R99 GPRS. These services are applicable to all types of GPRS bearers regardless whether used for real-time or multimedia services. The R00 all-IP network evolved from R97/R99 GPRS should provide at least the same capabilities with respect to charging applications, e.g. Pre-Paid. This ensures backwards compatibility with R99 networks. Otherwise, new mechanisms have to be standardised especially for the all-IP R00 network to provide the same transport level charging services.

The support of Application Services like a Pre-Paid Service for IP Packets we regard as an important feature for the success of mobile IP networks. 

Proposal

It is proposed to indicate in the R00 reference architecture the CAP interface between E-SGSN and the CAMEL Service Environment (CSE)  for the support of Charging Application Service interworking.
