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Proposed Liaison Statement to inform SMG2 on the status of all-IP development in S2
The R00 All-IP adhoc Technical Report is soon to be completed and presented for approval in TSG-SA at the October 11-13 meeting.

The general direction of the Technical Report is that it aims to offer a common all-IP GPRS based Core Network for both UTRAN and EDGE accesses. Given today’s scope of responsibility for 3GPP and ETSI SMG this means that SMG2 will have the responsibility for the radio access network development for EDGE.

Assuming that TSG-SA will approve the R00 ad-hoc report TSG-SA can then decide to start up the work of planning for an all-IP release 2000 UMTS system. This means that the other TSGs, such as TSG-RAN can then start to plan the work to be done in TSG-RAN for the UTRA air interface.

The purpose with this liaison statement is therefore to inform SMG2 of the current status of the R00 all-IP architecture ad-hoc group in order, so that SMG2 can take this report into account when discussing and planning EDGE phase 2 (for release 2000).
