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Introduction
This contribution discusses Multicall for PS domain which is required in S1 (see TS 22.135 [1]). We propose that some requirements is omitted from the scope of Multicall for Release 99, and propose the stage 2 procedures for other requirements in S2-99B30 [2].
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Discussion
Based on TS 22.135, multicall feature specifies functionality and interactions related to usage of several simultaneous bearers between a terminal and network, and multicall features allows both circuit switched call(s) and packet session(s) to exist simultaneously in UMTS. Furthermore, the following functions are required.

· Provision and withdrawal

· Registration

· Interrogation

· Limiting the number of multicalls

· Handover

In PS domain, it is possible to activate multiple PDP contexts at the same time in also GPRS, so that the following note is described in section 4.2.3 of TS 23.135.

Note:
there are no new PS related requirements from TS 22.060 [3] point of view but there might be issues related to stage 2 and stage 3 that need to be considered

Therefore the definition of limiting number of sessions as subscriber agreement and above functions are new service requirement in UMTS PS domain.
NTT COMMUNICATIONWARE consider the procedure of stage 2 for PS in order to satisfy the requirements. On the other hand, N2 is considering this issue, and agreed in last week meeting that they should restrict the scope of Multicall for Release 99 to omit the procedures for subscriber control and interrogation (see N2-99G16 [4]). In CS domain, SS procedure is one of the solutions of the procedure for subscriber control and interrogation. However, there is no appropriate protocol and procedure in PS domain now. From the short time point of view, we should restrict the scope of Multicall for Release 99 to omit the procedures for subscriber control and interrogation especially for PS domain, and we support N2 agreement.
Handover requirement should be considered under R3 group. The PS domain stage 2 of other requirement (Provision, withdrawal and limiting the number of multicalls) should be considered under S2 group and we propose the procedures in S2-99B30.
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Proposal,

In this contribution, we consider the Multicall for PS which is required in TS 22.135. NTT COMWARE proposes below.

(1) For the requirement of registration and interrogation for PS domain, S2 should support N2 agreement

(2) For the requirement of provision, withdrawal and limiting the number of multicalls for PS domain, the stage 2 procedure is discussed in S2-99B30
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
