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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA WG2 would like to thank RAN WG2 for the LS.  There are ISMP, ISRP, IARP and ongoing network selection policies defined in SA2. These network selection policy provides policies for UE on select the network and steering traffic among WLAN and cellular network. The Questions listed in R2-133697 are answered as the flowing.
Question 1) Which of the three levels of offload granularity (i.e. UE level, APN level, radio bearer level) to WLAN can be supported in Rel-12? Is it feasible to avoid UE DETACH (in case of LTE) for per-UE offloading?

In Rel-12, the offload granularity level can support UE level, APN level, and radio bearer level. There are alternative ways to avoid UE DETACH. But the UE behaviour in such situation need to be clarified and specified. 
Question 2) Do SA2/CT1 specifications include sufficient core requirements to ensure testable UE behaviour?

If not, is it feasible to develop such requirements for ANDSF to ensure testable UE behaviour? When could that be achieved?

It is not SA2 scope to consider the UE testable behaviour. SA2 is requested to be informed if such requirement is developed. 
Question 3) Is there any issue if the RAN rule/command makes the UE deviate from the access priority provided by ANDSF? In particular, is there any issue if the RAN rule/command makes the UE deviate from ANDSF ISRP?

Yes. Deviate from ANDSF ISRP may result in service not available, e.g., RAN rule/command results in the usage of WLAN but the service can only be accessed through cellular network.
Question 4) Is there an issue with RAN rule/command affecting access network selection or traffic steering decision in case of roaming (e.g., user in VPLMN configured by Home PLMN with ANDSF)?

Yes. Besides the service not available issue, deviate from ANDSF ISRP may results in network service not available, e.g., the WLAN is selected but the WLAN network does not have roaming agreement with the home operator.
