[RAN question]: TSG RAN respectfully asks SA3-LI, SA3 and SA2 to provide a description of the aspects with potential impact to RAN of the solutions being developed which enable lawful interception and data retention, in order to allow RAN to assess the impact over E-UTRAN.
[SA2 answer]: Lawful Interception is usually provided by the CN and therefore SA2 believes any solution for lawful interception for ProSe may not have impacts in RAN.

SA3-LI is though responsible to decide the exact requirements for Lawful Interception on ProSe.

SA2 provides below provides the prioritised components that SA2 works on after the agreements captured in SP-130506:  

· direct discovery 
· EPC-level discovery 
· ProSe assisted interworking with WiFi-direct 
· 
· communication using ProSe UE-to-Network Relays, applicable to Public Safety UEs only
· one-to-many communication "in or out of coverage", applicable to Public Safety UEs only
