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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT3 for their LS on granularity of the total allowed usage. 
SA2 has the following answer with regard to CT3 question on which granularity is supported for the total allowed usage stored in the SPR, whether it is per UE, per UE and APN, or both.

The specification mandates the support of a usage allowance per APN for every subscriber subject to usage monitoring. For subscribers which are allowed to use fixed broadband access, the specification mandates in addition the support of a usage allowance per subscriber

Note that the granularity of the total allowed usage stored in SPR, i.e. how a SPR vendor stores the total allowed usage is implementation specific. Other subscriber information than those listed in TS 23.203 may be stored in SPR but this is not specified in TS 23.203.
