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1. Overall Description:

SA2 has been working on the Rel-12 GCSE_LTE work item for Public Safety and the selected solutions rely on eMBMS functionality. SA2 would like to ask:

1) Assuming that at the eNB, MCE, MBMS_GW and/or BM-SC (involved in sending traffic on eMBMS bearers) an error or exception conditions occurs that prevents the traffic from being delivered to the UE, how soon after the error/exception occurs can a UE that normally receives this traffic be relied upon to detect the occurrence of this error/exception? In particular, if the UE has just received correctly a MBMSAreaConfiguration message on MCCH specifying TMGI(s) of interest, when will the UE be able to determine if lack of actual traffic associated with those TMGI(s) on MTCH(s) is due to an error or is due to the fact that legitimately no traffic was generated at the source? (SA2 has been assuming values of 5.12s for the MCCH modification period and 80 ms for MCH scheduling period).
2) Whether errors/exception conditions impacting eMBMS traffic delivery can be detected at the eNB, MCE, MBMS_GW and/or BM-SC and if yes, whether the BM-SC can be immediately notified (directly or indirectly) via standard interfaces of the occurrence of these conditions. Approximately how long will it take (or is likely to) from the moment when such a condition occurs to the moment when the notification reaches BM-SC?  To the extent that this functionality is not supported, will it be possible to add support for it within Rel-12?
