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1. Overall Description:

SA2 is in the process of completing the study phase of ProSe WID (SP-130715) and has captured a number of different solutions in TR 23.703. 
ProSe in certain scenarios would require UEs to communicate directly with each other e.g. in cases of direct discovery and direct communication. Furthermore, it has been agreed that a decentralized network-independent one-to-many communication solution would be developed in Rel-12 for Public Safety use. The solution applies regardless of whether the Public Safety UEs are served by E-UTRAN.  
To satisfy the charging requirements in TS 22.115 for Public Safety UEs, one of the solutions identified by SA2 is that ProSe session accounting data can be recorded locally in the UE and reported to the network. Charging data records could then be generated by this network entity from the ProSe session accounting data.

Furthermore, for Public Safety UEs in "out of network coverage" cases, the ProSe session accounting data needs to be reported to the network, only when the UEs go back into coverage. Therefore, delayed reporting of the ProSe session accounting data needs to be supported in general. 
In other cases, where discovery used for non-Public Safety UEs either direct or over the EPC, the UEs involved are always under network coverage and periodically contact the network. In that case SA2 believes, there is a network entity (ProSe Function) that can potentially collect accounting data and generate charging records.
SA2 would like to ask SA5 if SA5 could coordinate the work on developing the ProSe charging architecture for ProSe, including but not limited to the following aspects:

· contents and formats of the ProSe session accounting data;

· generation of CDR for ProSe sessions at the network entity e.g. ProSe Function;

· feasibility of using UE-provided ProSe session accounting data as a trusted source of information for CDRs, or design of some other solution;
· UE to network interface for ProSe session accounting data reporting, including configuration of data collection and of the reporting mechanism, including delayed reporting. 
SA5 could decide to delegate some of these items to another WG as needed.
