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Abstract of the contribution:
A proposal for handling for TEI13 in Release 13.
Discussion
It is undoubtedly useful to include TEI category B/C CR handling during the release cycle. In Release 12, we waited until the end to consider these for all topics (except IMS). It would be advantageous to consider these topics throughout the release rather than wait until the end. Soon, time may be quite scarce due to new WIDs. 

We should distinguish between 3 categories of TEI13:
· Minor correction, category F CRs to the new version of specifications provided just before the Release 13 version is created. This was done usefully in SA2 88E (12-18 Jan, 2012) to clean up specifications. Do we have any old specifications that require this treatment? We should only consider adding this to the agenda when new specifications are created - that is later in the release. Experience shows that this sort of clean up works well during an e-meeting.

Recommendation: Do not add Minor Correction to the agenda for the foreseeable future.
· Maintenance, category F CRs to features introduced in past releases. These should be essential corrections. It is possible to propose "TEIx, <original feature WI Code>" CRs as part of normal maintenance. For example, as part of Agenda 5.1, a maintenance CR for "TEI11, SAES" or "TEI13, NIMTC", etc. can be submitted. It is up to the working group whether the proposed correction is essential and whether it is acceptable in the frozen release proposed.

Recommendation: Allow TEIx (including TEI13) Category F maintenance CRs for essential correction of features, submitted under the relevant Pre-Release 12 topics, from SA2 103 onwards. The WI Code = "TEIx, <original feature WI Code>" shall be used for this purpose, with X=the release number (subsequent to the release in which the feature was introduced) and <original feature WI Code> = the WI Code of the feature to be corrected, per the work plan.
· Technical Enhancement and Improvement, to the latest release (TEI13 category B or C.) These CRs should be well justified minor enhancements and improvements that could be accepted by the working group. The implementation of the enhancement has to be 'small enough' to not require a work item. Essentially, the work should be able to complete in a single cycle for stage 2 and a single cycle for stage 3.

Recommendation: Include TEI13 on SA2 agendas opportunistically, with an announcement at least 6 weeks prior to the meeting in which the topic will appear on the agenda to allow for preparation of CRs and off‑line discussion. This may require budget allocation, arranged in SA plenary, especially for 'short cycles' in which there is only one SA2 meeting per quarter (Q1 and Q3).
Proposal
It is proposed to

· Allow TEIx (including TEI13) Category F maintenance CRs for essential correction of features, submitted under the relevant Pre-Release 12 topics, from SA2 103 onwards. The WI Code = "TEIx, <original feature WI Code>" shall be used for this purpose, with X=the release number (subsequent to the release in which the feature was introduced) and <original feature WI Code> = the WI Code of the feature to be corrected, per the work plan.
· Include TEI13 on SA2 agendas opportunistically, with an announcement at least 4 weeks prior to the meeting in which the topic will appear on the agenda to allow for preparation of CRs and off‑line discussion. This may require budget allocation, arranged in SA plenary, especially for 'short cycles' in which there is only one SA2 meeting per quarter (Q1 and Q3).

· Include 3GPP Packet Access TEI13 Cat B/C on the agenda for SA2 103.
