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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank CT1 for the LS on applying EAB override for requests made for a PDN connection established with EAB override.

CT1 Question:
When a UE has an existing PDN connection that was established with EAB override, then whether all subsequent network access requests by that UE can continue to apply EAB override or not, as long as the PDN connection that was established with EAB override exists.

SA2 Response: 

SA2 would like point out that in TS 23.060 (clause 5.3.13.3) and TS 23.401 (clause 4.3.17.4) a UE configured to override low access priority is also configured to override EAB and vice versa.

As such SA2 would like to indicate that when a UE has an existing PDN connection that was established with EAB override, it means that this PDN is also without low access priority then all subsequent network access requests by that UE should apply EAB override as long as the PDN connection that was established without low access priority exists.

This text is captured in TS 23.060 clause 5.3.13.2: 

r)
When the MS has an activated PDP context that is without low access priority or the MS is requested to activate such a PDP context and the MS is configured with a permission for overriding Extended Access Barring, then the MS ignores any Extended Access Barring (if it is activated in the network) as defined in TS 22.011 [112].
