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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT1 for their LS (S2-141554/ C1-141640) on PS services resuming after CSFB failure from CT WG1. 
SA2 would like to point out the following comment on the scenario described by CT1, in step 6:

6. “The UE shall perform existing cell selection/reselection procedures and return to an E-UTRAN TA stored in the TA list.”
SA2 would like to point out that there may be scenarios where the UE actually does not return to E-UTRAN. For example, the UE may be out of coverage (e.g. enters a tunnel) for a period of time long enough for CSFB procedure to fail; during the  time the UE is out of coverage, the user places a new call, and the UE camps directly on GERAN non-DTM cell when it returns to coverage (e.g. exits the tunnel). 

In general, in this type of error cases, any network based solution can only guess where the UE may end up camping, and in case the guess is incorrect, it may bring some further issues. 

SA2 concludes that the CT1 agreed UE based solution - after returning back to LTE, the UE shall initiate a TAU procedure- is sufficient for the following reasons:

1. The UE is the only entity that knows for sure where it is camping after the error case described in CT1 LS.

2. The issue is not FASMO, hence the UE based solution is not required to be specified in previous releases.

3. For a UE that support this solution, the problem is solved. Although the solution in CT1 was included in Rel-12, UE implementations can adopt it earlier. Eventually all devices will be Release 12 compliant and support the UE based solution, making any network based solution unnecessary and obsolete.

Based on these reasons SA2 believes that network based solution to this problem is not necessary.
