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	Reason for change:
	As described in the DISC S2-142539 the ProSe signaling over the IPX or Internet has problems. The problem occurs in the UE to NW signaling over the user plane between networks. When the UE is roaming the UE would need to set up a home routed PDN Connection to reach a server in the HPLMN, in particular the ProSe Function. An alternative solution would be to introduce a ProSe Proxy function in the VPLMN, which can be used when the UE has a LBO access. Other examples where proxy functions may be enabled are functions supported over the Ut interface or the ANDSF signaling.


	
	

	Summary of change:
	A ProSe Proxy function is introduced in the VPLMN to let the UE reach the ProSe Function in the LBO case.

4.5.x ProSe Proxy Function
ProSe Proxy Function enables support for UE to ProSe Function communication where the ProSe Function is not located in the same network as the PDN GW.  Such proxy functions are needed when requirements on security are not met by signalling over Internet, inter-PLMN signalling may be used. Due to restrictions on the inter-PLMN network, the UE to Server traffic over the user plane may not be sent between networks. Only tunnelled server to server traffic may be sent between networks.
A roaming UE, which has a Local Breakout PDN Connection in the VPLMN, should be able to use this access to reach a ProSe Function in the Home network. A ProSe Proxy implemented in the VPLMN on the SGi interface may be used to reach the ProSe Function located in the HPLMN, The ProSe proxy Function shall forward signalling traffic between the UE and the ProSe Function in the HPLMN. 
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
