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1. Overall Description:

TSG-SA WG 2 (SA2) thanks TSG-SA for its LS on MCPTT work. 

The following initial conclusions are provided by SA2 for TSG-SA’s consideration:

· SA2’s development of candidate MCPTT architecture solutions and conclusions in TR 23.779 is subject to finalization by SA1 of the MCPTT service requirements in TS 22.179.
· SA2 at SA2#104 considered the development of high-level architecture solutions to the MCPTT requirements.  SA2 concluded that there are many challenging architectural considerations and open issues that need to be investigated and addressed by SA2 before detailed technical guidance can be provided by SA2 concerning how to potentially apportion MCPTT work between SA2 and non-SA2 group(s). 
· SA2 has started at SA2#104 its development of TR 23.779 that will provide candidate MCPTT architectural solutions and conclusions in accordance with the MCPTT service requirements in TS 22.179 and in other relevant 3GPP service specifications (e.g., GCSE_LTE, ProSe).
· SA2 has concluded that it is essential that SA2 specify architectural enhancements required for the transport of MCPTT service over LTE.  Possible architectural enhancements to 3GPP specifications in this regard are under study by SA2 for functional and performance reasons based on the MCPTT service requirements as they become known to SA2.  SA2 has also concluded that it maintain responsibility to specify architectural enhancements from an overall, end-to-end perspective.
· SA2 has concluded that other groups could specify in full or in part the architecture for the MCPTT application layer excluding 3GPP transport functionality noted above (e.g., for the GC1 interface identified but not specified in TS 23.468 as being application-dependent).  It is required by SA2 that the specification of the architecture for the MCPTT application layer use existing 3GPP services and interfaces to the maximum extent possible to realize the effective use of 3GPP transport over LTE.
· Close collaboration and coordination will be necessary for effective SA2 and non-SA2 MCPTT architecture development activities.
· Ongoing work by SA2 to study the MCPTT architecture in TR 23.779 may result in changes to the above initial conclusions.
