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Abstract of the contribution:

In accord with an action item from TSG SA, SA WG2 specifications need to be reviewed to identify the need to update references.

1 Introduction
At SA#61 (September 2013), the following action item was assigned:

· AP 61/2: SA WG2 were asked to check the use of specific versions for external references in their TSs and TRs (in particular, TR 23.896). 
I reported:

SA2 has begun to work on this task. It will require coordination with CT WGs. SA2 will send an LS to initiate work on this before SA#66. SA will be on the CC list.
The goal of this contribution is to seek volunteers and identify a way forward to complete this action.

Please see the related contribution S2-143240 in which the effort is started towards a review. 

2 Discussion

2.1 Which specifications to check the references of?

[Proposal 1] TRs do not need to have their references maintained, even if they are under change control.

SA2 does not have active rapporteurs except for specifications under active development (e.g. TS 23.303, 23.468, 23.682). 

Assessing the specifications under SA2 change control, and leaving aside  I observed that we d identified 3 categories.

1) very actively maintained specifications (e.g. 23.002, 23.060, 23.203, 23.216, 23.272, 23.401, 23.402)

2) actively maintained but seldom modified specifications (e.g. 23.236 23.240)

3) not actively maintained specifiacations (23.057, 23.101, 23.107, 23.110...)

[Proposal 2] [With the support of rapporteurs] check active specs, as well as category 1 and with lower priority category 2 specifications.
2.2 How to check the references?
It is proposed - on a per TS basis to check all references that have changed, item by item. For IETF references, specifications may have been obseleted. For 3GPP references, the new version may not be compatible with the previous version. 

A table should be created for the purpose of this review, with each changed reference on a single row:

[Proposal 3] Check specifications reference by reference and identify potential required revisions, their impact and recommend an action.

[Proposal 4] SA2 will review the proposed actions.

[Proposal 5] If CT working groups, etc. are affected by the change in reference, an LS will be sent to them to seek their guidance.

[Proposal 6] For changes in references that are agreed (by affected parties), CRs will be provided (probably Category C if there is any functional change) to the Rel-13 version  of the specification. This will occur later in the release cycle (e.g. Q2 2015) to avoid creating Rel-13 versions prematurely. 

2.3 How to check the references?
This work is best undertaken by a rapporteur. It is advantageous in general to have an assigned rapporteur for each specification under current development and active maintenance to keep his or her out for clashes in incoming CRs, to answer questionsand to coordinate off-line work.

Volunteers would be able to justifiably claim a leadership role in SA2 work. The active web page would be updated to show the volunteer rapporteur's name

[Proposal 7] Seek volunteer rapporteurs for high priority specifications (category 1). If acceptable, these volunteers would continue their work as rapporteurs for more than this reference checking exercise and their name would be featured on the 3GPP specification page showing specification versions, rapporteur and other information.
