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1. Overall Description:

SA2 investigated the scenarios where network operators need to broadcast MBMS services over LTE networks with a mix of eNodeBs with IPv4 backhaul interfaces and eNodeBs with IPv6 backhaul interfaces. 
For such cases, SA2 noticed that:
· TS 23.246 currently prevents the MBMS GW to provide both IPv4 and IPv6 pairs of addresses (IP Multicast Distribution address and MBMS GW source address) to the MME, although MBMS GW is not assumed to know the type of IP address used by an eNB, and

· M3 interface and M1 interface may use different IP address types (e.g. with an IPv4 transport network, M3 signalling may be IPv6 but encapsulated in an IPv4 tunnel, but the multicast traffic should use IPv4 as it cannot be encapsulated).

Hence, SA2 agreed on the attached CR whereby the MBMS GW, when it supports both IPv4 and IPv6, shall provide both IPv4 and IPv6 pairs to the MME, the MME shall relay both pairs towards M3 interface, and the eNB shall select the appropriate IP address for the user plane.
