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1. Discussion
In the previous meetings, SA2 agreed to include the solution to support single subscription for an unbounded number of users (section 5.2.1 in TR 23.706). Flow for the registration procedure was discussed. In this proposal, it is proposed to discuss terminating call flow and to capture the agreement in TR.
2. Proposal

It is proposed to update TR 23.706 as follows.

Flows related with the session set-up, modification and release



The flows related with session set-up, modification and release are not modified apart from the flows related with the handling an incoming session by an I-CSCF. Thus, only the procedure with mobile terminating call is modified.
5.2.1.3.2.1
Termination
For terminating sessions arriving at the I-CSCF, the I-CSCF shall validate the registration status of the called IMPU by querying the WUDB for that purpose. If the user is not registered, the I-CSCF shall reject the session with the appropriate code.
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Figure 5.2.1.3.2.1: Session Termination

1. I-CSCF receives a terminating session.

2. The I-CSCF checks with WUDB for retrieving the S-CSCF name.
3. The I-CSCF then decides the validity of the registration status of the called IMPU according to the response from the WUDB in step 2.
4. If the called IMPU is valid, the I-CSCF forwards the invite message to the S-CSCF. The normal MT call handling procedure follows after this.
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
