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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank RAN2 for the LS on SC-PTM transmission.

SA2 is aware of the RAN new Study Item “Support of Single-cell PTM transmission in LTE”  and understand the RAN work will reuse the existing eMBMS system architecture and focus on the radio efficiency improvement.  

SA2 confirm the RAN2 assumption that SC-PTM reuses the MBMS system architecture and currently in SA2 there is no any work to define a new architecture for MBMS.
Regarding the question from RAN2 LS,

In order for the SC-PTM transmission to work, RAN2 would like SA2 and RAN3 to provide feedback on  what information could be provided so that the eNB can know which MBMS service(s) to provide in which of its cell(s). 

SA2 would like to provide below feedback:
R13 WID MBMS_enh targets the case that the GCS AS request MBMS Delivery in a specific area (e.g., a list of cells) for group communication and has the working scope to allow the establishment of MBMS bearers using target area information, as distinct from using an MBMS Service Area. 

It is assumed that the list of cell identities would be provided to E-UTRAN during MBMS session establishment. RAN2 and RAN3 can proceed to continue the SC-PTM work based on this assumption. (can update based on the actual meeting progress, but the baseline would be the cell identities provision to E-UTRAN is the assumption)
