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Abstract of the contribution: The contribution introduces an issue for connectivity establishment related to the ePDG selection.
1. Discussion
SP-150151 contains a first objective for Rel. 13 phase 1 described as:

Providing access to EPC over WLAN in order to support an emergency session only in case of “Valid” UEs as in the case 1 in § 4.3.12.1 of 23.401: the support of emergency session is only studied for UEs which (a) have valid credentials to access EPC over WLAN and (b) are authorized to connect to EPC over WLAN in the location where they initiate an emergency session

Now, this implicitly identifies several areas of work that need to be addressed to support this objective. This contribution addresses explicitly the issue of ePDG selection for S2b for emergency services. 

Establishing a tunnel for S2b connectivity requires the UE to select an ePDG. Aspects of ePDG selection are currently defined in 23.402, 24.302 and 23.003. However, such aspects do not consider the specific requirements of the support of emergency services, such as the need to identify an ePDG that can support the emergency services and may be located appropriately wrt the UE location. 

We argue that the appropriate selection of the ePDG for emergency services is a key issue to be studied. Several mechanisms can be considered, from an operator provisioned list of ePDGs to be used for phase 1 when the device is not roaming, to more complex mechanisms. 
Whatever mechanism is adopted in phase 1, ePDG selection is one of the mechanisms that benefits from being addressed thoroughly already in phase 1 in order to enable a smooth transition of the solutions to phase 2 and simpler interworking.

2. Proposal
It is proposed to adopt the following text in the TR.

A mechanism needs to be identified in order to allow a UE to select an ePDG selection for emergency services when the UE is in a country that supports IMS emergency services over WLAN and is allowed to use IMS emergency services over WLAN.
