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Abstract of the contribution: The contribution introduces a key issue on location information.
1. Discussion
SP-150151 contains a specific focus on location information for phase 1:
-
Providing Location information (in particular for untrusted WLAN). Only existing location determination mechanisms are considered in this phase.

2. Proposal
It is proposed that the following changes are adopted.
FIRST CHANGE

X.Y Key Issue #: Providing location information

Establishing emergency calls over WLAN requires the provision of location information for the UE to the network. Specifically, the UE location may be required in order to select the correct PSAP for the establishment of the emergency call. Location information may also be required by the network in order to provide a location to the PSAP that enables dispatch of emergency responders to the location of the caller. For example, in the US, there is a requirement to provide location with a horizontal accuracy of around 50 meters to a PSAP in the case of existing cellular access (e.g. GSM, WCDMA, LTE) and this requirement can be considered as at least desirable by both users and PSAPs for emergency calls over WLAN in order to avoid degraded service.

Therefore, mechanisms shall be available for providing the UE location information to the network during the establishment of an IMS emergency call over WLAN with a similar level of accuracy, reliability and delay to that supported for emergency calls over cellular access.
