Base Solution to Key issue 3: Handling of UE multiple provided location information:
The current PANI header has limitations when it comes to support multiple locations
RFC 7315 describes the PANI header and states “This header contains information on the access network that the UA is using to get IP connectivity.” It is clear that the PANI in its current form can only be used to provide information about the access actually in use for the SIP session.

In order to

· allow the UE to provide additional location information which is not tied to the used IP access but rather to the device hosting the SIP UA
· enable a clear distinction between the information about the used IP access and additional information about the device

It is proposed that the PANI header be extended as follows:

· New access-info element “additional-location” to be appended when an access-net-spec element provides additional location information from an access technology or point of access not currently used for the SIP signaling

· New access-info element “time-stamp” to be appended when the additional location is not current.
