	In roaming scenarios, the current version of the DECOR does not describe the case where the HPLMN supports DECOR. Especially in case where the operator specific value of the “UE Usage Type” parameter used in HPLMN may match to a completely different (or not desirable) dedicated core network in the V-PLMN should be avoided. 

	
	

	Summary of change:
	It is proposed that in case that HPLMN supports DCN, the HPLMN can decide whether to send or not the “UE Usage Type” parameter to the VPLMN based on various criterias, e.g. if the value is ‘operator specific’, or if there is a corresponding SLA in place, etc. 
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	A roaming UE can be served by the wrong dedicated network in the VPLMN.

Considerations for Roaming

In case of roaming, if the HPLMN of the visiting UE does not support DCNs, i.e. doesn't provide the “UE Usage Type” parameter, the serving MME/SGSN may select the DCN that serves the UE using operator specific policies based on other subscription or UE provided information.
In case of roaming, if the HPLMN of the visiting UE supports DCNs, the HPLMN shall provide the “UE Usage Type” parameter to VPLMN’s serving node (MME or SGSN or MSC) in the following cases: 
· the HPLMN (e.g. HSS/HLR) determines that the visited serving node supports DCN; or
· the “UE Usage Type” parameter contains standardized value; or
· based on other policies in the HPLMN (e.g. based on relation or SLA between HPLMN and VPLMN).
In case of roaming, if the VPLMN receives the “UE Usage Type” parameter, but the VPLMN does not support dedicated core networks or the received "UE Usage Type" value is not comprehensible, then the serving MME/SGSN/MSC in the VPLMN ignores the "UE Usage Type" value in the subscription information and serves the UE by the default CN.
