The arguments pro and contra the use of RANAP vs. BSSMAP at the E interface have been exchanged now at several SA2, CN1, CN2 and RAN3 meetings, and no technical consensus between the interested parties seems to be achievable. 

In view of the fact that during the discussion a majority of companies indicated their support for RANAP, Siemens is of the opinion that it is more important to come to a stable decision now rather than to leave the formal decision to SA #7 along the lines of S2-000107 (Tdoc N1-000138).

In a multivendor environment, a BSSMAP option on the E interface, with RANAP being the default protocol, would only mean an additional complication of the E interface without much of a practical use. Therefore, we do not object against the proposed use of RANAP as the only protocol for Inter 3G MSC SRNS relocation as proposed in S2‑000162).
