Key Issue Z: Flexible placement and redistribution of the gateway functions in CUPS
Traditional EPC gateway is capable of IP packet tunnel encapsulation and forwarding as well as session and mobility management (including IP address assignment, triggering and paging on the user plane, GTP tunnelling establishment and TEID allocation etc.).  All these control plane and user plane functions need to be redistributed for optimization. 
However, various deployment scenarios for mobile network require the support for variety types of services with conflicting resources and performance objectives.  It implies the architectural design of the CUPS when redistributing the gateway functions must support flexible placement of the control plane and user plane functions in the network.
