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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes a new key issue of supporting non UE specific sponsored data rule for FS_SDCI.

1. Discussion

The current PCC mechanism only supports UE specific sponsored data rule, which is inefficient as usually the same sponsored data rule can be shared by multiple UEs. 
The sponsored data rule is stored as part of UE’s context in PCEF according to current design, considering the large number of sponsors today, this will cause huge redundant storage in PCEF, which is a big challenge for the capacity of storage in PCEF. 
If there is any change on the sponsored data rule for a sponsor, such change needs to be sent to each PCEF by PCRF for each IP-CAN session per UE, thus signalling overload on Gx is expected under this situation. 
2. Proposal
It is proposed to agree following key issue into FS_SDCI TR 23.xxx.

In order to avoid redundant storage of sponsored data rule per UE in PCEF/TDF and potential signalling overload on Gx/Sd, how to support non UE specific sponsored data rule needs to be studied.
