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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA2 would like to thank 3GPP SA3-LI for the LS on ePDG Selection, regarding Lawful Interception questions regarding ePDG selection. 
3GPP SA2 has discussed the requirements in the SA3-LI LS and recognizes the existence of Lawful Interception regulations applicable within some regions. 

SA2 has designed a Rel-13 ePDG selection mechanism that is based on the following assumptions: 

· It is responsibility of the home operator to configure his UEs to perform the correct selection (e.g. by providing the “mandatory” information in the ePDG selection information for VPLMNs that require the ePDG to be selected in the VPLMN). 

· The ability of a roaming UE to connect to an ePDG in a VPLMN relies on the presence of an agreement between the VPLMN and the HPLMN operator. Without such agreement, even if the UE were to select an ePDG in the VPLMN, the UE would fail in establishing connectivity with the ePDG.  

· In case of a roaming UE not attached to any PLMN (e.g. out of coverage, attach failed, etc.), the VPLMN would anyway not be able to provide any information to the UE of whether the ePDG shall be selected in the VPLMN due to LI requirements.

As part of the above SA2 opinion was that bi-literal agreements between operators can cover SA3 LI requirements, if required. The VPLMN operator can inform the HPLMN operator of the LI requirements that apply to its jurisdiction and of any changes to them as part of e.g. the roaming agreement, so that the HPLMN can appropriately configure its UEs. 
 
3GPP SA2 therefore would like to ask 3GPP SA how to proceed in considering the SA3-LI requirements indicated in LS S2-153761 versus the ePDG selection solution designed by SA2 and already implemented in TS 23.402 version 13.3.0.
