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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution clarifies that the NAS type is only benefitial when one DCN use multiple NAS protocols..
Discussion
In solution 1 DCN Selection Assistance parameter provided from the UE is used for DCN selection. In addition a NAS type parameter is used to indicate which NAS protocol variant the UE uses and the RAN node may use it for DCN selection.

In R13 decore study conclusion, it is enough to select a dedicated DCN(identified by MMEGI or SGSN Group ID) based on subscribed UE Usage Type. So if the DCN selection Assitance parameter includes the UE Usage Type, it is enough for the RAN node to select a DCN.

If different DCNs use different NAS protocol, the RAN node will use only the DCN selection Assitance parameter for the DCN selection, i.e. no need to use the NAS type. The RAN node will further select the MME node based on existing NNSF procedure.

If one DCN use multiple NAS protocols, i.e different MME nodes in the DCN(MME pool) have different NAS protocols, the RAN node will use the NAS type value to further select a suitable MME node, instead of using exsiting NNSF procedure.

Conclusion: The NAS type is benefitial only when one DCN uses multiple NAS protocols.
