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Abstract of the contribution:

For the previous as well as for this meeting multiple key issues related to virtualization and scaling aspects have been proposed, which however only address subsets of the potential problem space. Therefore, an umbrella key issue is proposed to address issues and solutions related to scaling and virtualization support for the different network functions of the NexGen architecture.

Editor’s Note: An appropriate definition of the various types of scaling will be discussed during the course of the work on this key issue.

Load rebalancing and load migration across network function instances assumes multiple active instances of a network function.
