Description

One of the main motivations of S8HR roaming deployments is to NOT require HPLMN-VPLMN operators to have to sign an IMS roaming agreement. Thus when S8HR applies, it should apply not only when the UE of the HPLMN is using 3GPP access of the VPLMN but also when the UE uses WLAN Access (Trusted / Un trusted) to EPC in a country different from that of the HPLMN.
The key issue is to make sure that the S8HR normative specifications allow WLAN Access to EPC (Trusted / Un trusted) in a country different from that of the HPLMN while using PGW and P-CSCF of the HPLMN.

The following cases require study

· Usage of a TWAN in a country different from that of the HPLMN
· Usage of an ePDG in a country different from that of the HPLMN
· Usage of an ePDG in the HPLMN even though the WLAN access is in a country different from that of the HPLMN
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
