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1. Overall Description:

In C1-161551, CT1 asked for an answer from SA2 to the following question:

“A2)
To SA2: CT1 would like to ask SA2 whether announcing MBSFN area ID on the application layer (GC1 interface) from MCPTT Application Server to MCPTT Application client on the UE (MCPTT-1) is supported by the MBMS architecture for GCSE?”

SA2 would like to provide the following answer:

No. During the development of TR 23.741 there was a proposed solution to use the MBSFN Area ID on the MB2 interface. That proposal was not accepted. SA2 has not agreed to specify the use of MBSFN Area Id at the application layer in TR 23.741; thus, any usage of “MBSFN Area ID” outside the RAN domain (e.g,, TS 36.300. 36.331, etc) is not defined. Therefore, there is no standardised way that the MCPTT Server could use MBSFN Area IDs, the geographic area covered by an MBSFN area, or changes to an MBSFN area. Consequently, SA2 sees no reason from a system perspective for the MCPTT AS to become aware of the MBSFN Area ID where the UE is located. 
It is the understanding of SA2 that the MBSFN Area ID is an identifier known and used only within the access stratum/E-UTRAN (i.e., MCE/eNB).
