SA3 would like to thank RAN3 for their LS on Providing IMSI in Dedicated Core Network.
In the LS RAN2 stated: 

"RAN3 noticed that SA2 has agreed CR2936r1 (S2-154283) on 23.401 that enable a MME/SGSN that has retrieved IMSI to forward it to the selected DCN via the eNB/RNC. When implementing the corresponding CRs, RAN3 identifies that providing IMSI to eNB over S1 interface from MME may have security risk e.g. privacy threats."

SA3 would like to point out, that SA3 do not see a security or privacy issue with this procedure on the condition if the UE first sends  IMSI via an eNB/RNC to the initial MME/SGSN and the initial MME/SGSN then sends the IMSI it received via that same eNB/RNC to the dedicated MME/SGSN.  
If the condition above does not hold, that is, the eNB/RNC has not had previous access to IMSI, then there is a privacy threat, and from security point of view, solutions without this threat should be preferred.
