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1. Overall Description:

SA WG2 thanks CT WG1 for their LS on Multiple bearer capability handling.
SA WG2 identified that the only procedure where a NAS "Maximum bearer" capability can be used in CN is when a dedicated EPS bearer establishment is triggered and as a result it will exceed the maximum bearer capability of the UE and therefore the MME can (knowing the UEs capability) reject this "Create Bearer Req.".

SA WG2 would like to remind RAN WG2 and CT WG1 that this scenario (i.e. a request for dedicated bearer exceeding the maximum) is not specific to NB-IOT, since even "non-NB-IoT" UEs have a maximum number of bearers they can handled in parallel and this error case is already handled in RAN. For NB-IOT as indicated by the original LS S2-162309, RAN WG2 already agreed that there is an AS capability so the exceeding dedicated bearer establishment attempt can still be rejected by eNB instead of CN based on this AS capability.  
As a result SA WG2 did not see the need for a new procedure in CN and therefore does not believe this "Multiple bearer capability" is necessary.
