Abstract of the contribution: Proposes a conclusion whether to support emergency calls in case the UE is not authorized to use Coverage Enhancement.

Discussion

It may be beneficial to clarify the support of emergency calls in relation to usage of CE and in particular to the cases when a subscription does not allow usage of CE.

In some cases, e.g. regions, it may be required to always allow emergency calls if it is supported i.e. including usage of coverage enhancements to enable emergency calls independent of subscription used etc. 

It can be questionable whether emergency calls are applicable for UEs supporting and using CE. Realtime media such as voice would not work appropriately with the delays added due to applying techniques to achieve the appropriate CE, i.e. in principle only non-realtime media would be applicable. Nevertheless, emergency calls using non-realtime media may be applicable for devices supporting and requiring CE.

It can be discussed whether there is a need to add procedures to dynamically inform the UE whether emergency calls are allowed with CE despite that the UE subscription does not include support for usage of CE.

As it is assumed that the usage of emrgency calls for UEs requiring CE will not be very common, and therefore it is proposed to avoid dynamic provisioning of the UE with such information. It is proposed to agree upon a simple solution allowing the UE to initiate emergency calls with CE independent of the subscription.

Proposal

It is proposed to update TR 23.730 as indicated below:
