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Abstract of the contribution: this paper proposes the descriptions of other functionality than those listed in function split tables of clause 4.3.2.
Proposal
It is proposed to add the following texts into TS 23.214.

Functionality of sending of "end marker"
Sending of “end marker” is a functionality which involve SGW-C and SGW-U, and PGW-C and PGW-U.
In case of eNodeB relocation during handover procedure without SGW-U change, SGW-C needs to update the F-TEID of the eNodeB and indicates the SGW-U to send “end marker” packet to the source eNodeB. SGW-C initiates an Sx session modification request (F-TEID of target eNodeB, “end marker” packets) message to the SGW-U.

SGW-U shall send one or more "end marker" packets on the old path immediately after receiving the request message in order to assist the reordering function in the target eNodeB. 

In case of SGW-U relocation during handover procedure, PGW-C needs to update the F-TEID of the SGW-U and indicate the PGW-U to send “end marker” packet to the source SGW-U. PGW-C initiates an Sx session modification request (F-TEID of target SGW-U, “end marker” packets) message to the PGW-U

PGW-U shall sends one or more "end marker" packets on the old path immediately after receiving the request message in order to assist the reordering function in the target eNodeB. The SGW-U shall forward the "end marker" packets to the source eNodeB.
