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1. Overall Description:

While developing specifications for support of dual connectivity in 5GS, there was discussion in SA2 whether for a single PDU session of a UE, whether both MCG and SCG RABs need to be supported simultaneously. If this is required, two N3 PDU session tunnels are required to be supported at the same time, one to the Master node and the second one to the Secondary node. Some QoS flows of the PDU session are on the PDU Session tunnel with Master node and others on PDU session tunnel with Secondary node. Support of such simultaneous PDU sessions to both nodes will require UPF to perform QFI based routing for downlink traffic to the two tunnels of the same PDU session, which is not performed for single connectivity scenarios. 

For simultaneous MCG and SCG RAB support, would RAN3 consider the scenario where all traffic from CN is sent to either Master node or Secondary node, with the receiving node forwarding the traffic to the other node. This would not require UPF to split the traffic.

SA2 would like to request RAN3 to confirm if support of simultaneous MCG and SCG RABs with traffic from core network sent to both the Master node and the Secondary node simultaneously is required to be supported for dual connectivity in 5GS.
