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Abstract of the contribution: This PCR proposes a call flow for the UE-initiated re-activation of N2 and N3 via Untrusted non-3GPP access, in which the pre-shared key received from any access is reused to prevent full authentication, the UE is in CM-IDLE state under non-3GPP access and use a NAS Service Request message to re-activate PDU sessions.

The Service Request procedure via Untrusted non-3GPP Access is as described in clause 4.2.3.2 (UE triggered Service Request in CM-IDLE state) with the following exceptions:
· The Service Request procedure is never a response to a Paging, i.e. there is no Network Initiated Service Request procedure via Untrusted non-3GPP Access.
· When the UE uses Service Request, it re-activates all the PDU sessions that were previously established on non-3GPP access.
