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Abstract of the contribution: This paper proposes a key issue for remote UE visibility behind a residential gateway/CPE for wireline access network.
1. Discussion

 Referring to the non-roaming architectural representation for 5G core network with broadband wireline access (shown below) presented by Huawei during the 5WWC conference call, we see both 3GPP UEs and non-3GPP devices supported behind the residential gateway. The 3GPP UE is capable of connecting to 5GC over N1 interface directly or via RG/CPE. In the case where the 3GPP UE connects to the 5GC through the RG/CPE, the UE is not visible to the 5GC and it may be beneficial to gain visibility to such a 3GPP UE. For e.g., in the case of lawful intercept where this could be a request from a regulator for a specific country to have visibility to specific UEs behind the residential gateway/CPE.
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Here, we propose a key issue to investigate further on the requirement and possible approach to remote UE visibility for wireline access network.
2. Proposal

It is proposed to include the following key issue for wireless access network in TR 23.716.

Key Issue #1: Remote UE visibility for wireline access network
The following aspects need to be studied for remote UE visibility behind the residential gateway/CPE:

· To identify which UE should be visible to the 5GC (for e.g. does visibility apply only to UE that uses SIM credentials to be authenticated by the residential gateway/CPE)? 

· To identify traffic between residential gateway/CPE and the 5GC network for a specific UE behind the residential gateway.
