	“I also draw your attention to the fact that 3GPP activities are subject to all applicable antitrust and competition laws and that compliance with said laws is therefore required of any participant of this TSG/WG meeting including the Chairman and Vice Chairman. Furthermore, I would like to remind you that timely submission of work items in advance of TSG/WG meetings is important to allow for full and fair consideration of such matters.”


SA2 #122E e-meeting
Subject and process for the e-meeting, which is for editorial work on draft TSs 23.501 / 23.502 / new policy TS:
1) Editorial corrections for 23.501, 23.502 and new policy TS. The TS 23.501 rapporteur manages a tdoc that collects all “simple terminology alignments” that apply to all three draft TSs, e.g. to agree on consistently using “5G-GUTI” instead of “temporary ID”, “User Temp ID” or “5G GUTI” etc., which each TS rapporteur implements once that tdoc is approved. So that there are no separate (and huge) P-CRs in the e-meeting for such basic changes. The other TS rapporteurs may maintain such a tdoc with “simple terminology alignments” for terms that are only relevant within their TSs.
2) P-CRs for (terminology) alignments within and between draft TSs, if not already covered by item 1) above.
3) Removal of ENs or FFSs that are already resolved or turning those into notes or references as appropriate. The 5GS WI rapporteur maintains a summary on who works on what clause of which TS for removing EN/FFS. So please check with Tao before submission to avoid duplicated work or if you would like to support by working on clauses that are not yet worked on.
4) Creation or update of NF services tables of draft TS 23.501 for aligning with those services outlined in draft TS 23.502; not for creating/modifying those NF services.

5) Moving 23.501 text/clauses to the new 5G policy framework draft TS.
6) Each TS rapporteur manages an “e-meeting approval status” comparable to the “e-mail approval status”.
7) It may happen that terminology corrections or alignments reveal technical issues, e.g. that a term that should be aligned is imprecise or wrongly used. Such smaller, not just editorial corrections may be considered, if related to the alignments. It will be decided case by case whether to adopt such changes.

Deadlines will be strictly enforced.
E-meeting tdoc handling process (comparable to the e-mail approval process): 

1) Only tdocs requested and submitted via 3GU before the “Tdocs to be available by” deadline will be considered during the e-meeting. At this deadline 3GU closes and no further tdocs can be requested or submitted.
2) Please put into one tdoc only content related to one of the larger topics like MM, SM, QoS, network slicing, etc. That eases it for related experts to focus. And give your tdoc a meaningful title as well as use the proper Agenda Item (AI).

3) If there are no proposed revisions and no objections on the originally proposed version of a tdoc by the “Revisions latest until” deadline, it is APPROVED at that time.
4) Revised tdocs may be proposed and shared via the SA2 list until the “Revisions latest until” deadline. Comments in the email will not be automatically considered as creating a revised tdoc. So please provide a revised tdoc with your changes. Please name your revised tdoc proposal as S2-17nnnn rev1, rev2, rev3, etc. Don’t add any revision or file name info to the e-mail subject.
5) If there are no objections on a certain revision of a tdoc by the “Final” deadline, it is APPROVED at the final deadline. 

6) Any revision of a tdoc can be approved as long as there are no objections. Having concerns/issues is not implicitly considered as an “objection”. Therefore please phrase any potential objections clearly. Providing a revision of a tdoc is not implicitly considered as an “objection” to the other revision(s). Please explicitly state if you have an “objection” to a specific revision and/or if there is another revision that you can accept.
7) Please clearly indicate "[SA2#122E, AInn, S2-17nnnn] <exact tdoc title>" in the e-mail subject line, when sharing a tdoc revision or commenting on a tdoc. Everything between the quotation marks shall be shown as mail subject, including the squared brackets. Don’t add any other info like the revision number to the mail subject. Emails without the proper subject will NOT be considered as part of the e-meeting. Please don’t forget to indicate the “AInn” according to the Agenda Items in the table below as otherwise the rapporteurs might not identify your comment or tdoc as relevant for their TS.
