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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank CT1 and SA1 for their LS on access control for 5G NR, replying for the RAN2 initiated LS indicating some preliminary agreements with an aim towards a unified access barring check mechanism.
SA2 has discussed the question from CT1 regarding the feasibility of applying this unified access barring mechanism in network slices scenario:

To the question from RAN2 on 

3. The feasibility of applying this unified access barring mechanism in network slices scenario.
CT1 is in very early stages of their 5G work and it would be better to direct this question to SA2 and SA1.
To SA2: CT1 kindly request SA2 to answer RAN2's 3rd question on the feasibility of applying a unified access barring mechanism in network slices scenario.
SA2 is also aware that SA1 has agreed to use network slice as a criterion for operator-specific access categories. However, SA2 has assessed the feasibility of this issue, and would like to show some concern on the network slicing scenario to the corresponding working groups.

SA2 would like to observe that there are some issues when applying access control based on the network slice, especially when the UE requests to use multiple network slices simultaneously in a single NAS procedure (e.g. Registration procedure). Also SA2 would like to provide information that S-NSSAI may not specify a certain network slice instance which includes deterministic network entity to apply access barring, since the mapping of S-NSSAI and network slice instance is not one-to-one. Moreover, there are some impacts of broadcasting barring factors including network slice information, which shall be discussed and determined in SA1 and RAN2. Detailed discussion on these observations are described in the attached paper that SA2 has endorsed.
SA2 is aware that the high-level responsibility on the access control belongs to SA1, CT1 and RAN2, so SA2 will rely on the agreement in the corresponding working group on this issue.
